Additionally, in my opinion, he has great taste within the genre...I'd seen a lot

of the films he discusses and there weren't any that I found myself disagreeing with him on.On to



the bad. First, be aware that this is _only_ a book of reviews. If like me, you were hoping to find

some attempt to contextualize these films, either through discussions of directors, studios, or a

history of the genre in Asian film, you won't find it here. Apart from a brief introductory chapter, this

is just reviews front to back. That's not necessarily a bad thing, if that's what you're looking for, but

personally I think there are plenty of review sites and blogs all over the internet. When I buy a book

like this I'm generally looking for a little more depth, and this is as shallow as they come.As for the

reviews themselves, as another reviewer noted, Mr. Galloway explains the plot in inordinate detail

for each and every movie -- far more than is necessary for a book with the stated purpose of

recommending movies, a book that does not attempt to provide any critical analysis. (I'm not

suggesting that he should necessarily have offered critical analysis, but if he's not going to then

there is absolutely no reason to detail the plot of each movie.
